I completed all of the
prerequisites for the nursing program this past spring, earning A’s in all of the classes required for my
degree. I was accepted into the nursing program at Pellissippi State with classes to begin in August. I
will strive to keep excellent grades throughout the nursing program. My goal is to graduate with an
associate’s degree in nursing in May 2018. Upon graduation and licensure as an RN, I plan to seek
employment in the field and begin working on my bachelor’s degree in nursing through an associate’s to
bachelor’s program at UTK. I plan to seek employment in home health, hospice or public health since [
have special interest in these areas. I also plan to volunteer both in my community and possibly in Haiti
at medical facilities that provide services to those in need.

Dear Ms. Coppenger:

Thank you for your generosity and support through the Pellissippi Scholarship Foundation. 1am
honored to have been chosen as a recipient for the Executive Women International Scholarship. This
scholarship will allow me to purchase my text books for this semester without having to take out any
additional student loans. While many may see student loans as a small thing, not having the added burden
of repaying them is a huge benefit for my family and I. As a non-traditional student I find myself in
financial situations that traditional students do not. [ am a wife and mother of three teenagers, and
supporting our household has always been a priority for my husband and I. Before signing up for classes,
careful planning was done to ensure we could make do with just my husband's income, allowing me to
attend full time and still be able to see to the needs of my children. I began classes in May of 2015 with
high hopes, a plan, and the support of my husband and children. My goal was to finish my Associates
degree before my oldest son graduates from high school and finish my Bachelor’s degree before my other
two children finish high school. Of course, we all know what they say about the best laid plans...part of
the way through summer semester last year my husband lost his job. He took a lower paying position
elsewhere that still paid all of our bills, but doesn’t leave anything extra for books and supplies for my
classes. My tuition is covered thanks to the Pell Grant, but books have been a definite concern for me.
Thanks to your generosity and the aid I have received through the Pellissippi State Foundation I have not
had to worry about paying for text books and I have been able to focus on my classwork and my family.

My plan has always been to pursue a degree in education. My program of study is in elementary
education for kindergarten through fifth grade as well as a degree in English. My current course plan will
have me graduating with an Associate’s degree in Sci of Teaching for El Education and an
Associate in Art for English. After | complete this I plan on applying to King University to finish my
bachelor’s degree in elementary education as well as completing a Bachelors in English with a focus on
education licensure, which would allow me to teach in grades 6 through 12. I hope to begin working as a
teacher in one of the local (Blount County) schools after finishing my education. I have always enjoyed
working with children and volunteer quite a bit of free time to youth programs, especially those my own
children have been involved in. Thope to be able to take the lessons I'll learn in my classes as well as my
hands on experience with children and apply them toward becoming an excellent teacher that future
students will learn from while still enjoying time spent together. 1 am going into this career path knowing
how volatile the education system is right now but I firmly believe that teaching should be a calling not a
job someone chooses because they had nothing better to do.
